PARISHIONER QUESTION TIME. 



The Chairman welcomed to the meeting four Parishioners who were attending to express their concern over the speed of traffic through the village on the B3046 and the decision of the Parish Council to accept the recommendation of the Traffic Management Team at Hampshire County Council of the proposed works i.e coloured surfacing of part of the road to encourage road users to keep to the 30 mph.    The Chairman explained that after many many months of consultation the advice given by Hampshire County Council, and in accordance with Department of Transport regulations, was that the road was too narrow for pinch points and the Parish Council had had to accept the advice given and agree to the less intrusive scheme set out in documentation which had been published in Council minutes.      The Parishioners present disagreed with the Parish Council decision to accept the advice given and the works proposed and the four residents agreed to get up a petition and hold a meeting with County Councillor Mrs. Jackie Porter and MP Steve Brine in the hope of putting pressure on the County Council to amend the current proposals.
